► Certificates less than one ( 1 ) year
► This Scholarship excludes applicants enrolled in a school of nursing.

► must have a Veteran connection or be a Veteran

Applications must be submitted on or before March 1 (postmarked by March 1) to your 
local American Legion Auxiliary Unit where they will be judged locally. Again, all three (3) 
pages of this application packet must be submitted along with other items as mentioned 
in #5 and #6 on page 2. One scholarship application will be chosen from the local Unit to 
be submitted to the Nebraska American Legion Auxiliary Department Headquarters for 
final judging and awarding. 

✓ The local Unit scholarship selection must be submitted to the Department
Headquarters on or before March 15 (postmarked by March 15).

✓ ALA Units should make certain that all requested letters and documents are
enclosed and completed properly with the application to the Department
Headquarters.

✓ Individual students are welcome to apply for multiple ALA Nebraska
scholarships; however, each American Legion Auxiliary Unit may submit ONLY
ONE individual student per Department Scholarship. (Example--student "I Need
Scholarship" applies for all three Department Scholarships. The Unit must submit
"I Need Scholarship" for only one of the scholarships.) Each Unit may submit
applications for all three scholarships, but each scholarship must be a different
student.
